Drayton Manor Theme Park, near Tamworth, Staffordshire, is inviting families to come and experience an Easter to remember.

Visitors will be among the first to see the park’s new Oscar-winning film, Happy Feet, which is being shown in its spectacular 4D Cinema. The specially adapted 12-minute film tells the tale of penguin Mumble, who bravely tries to save his friends from starvation after humans steal their supply of fish. 

Meanwhile, there’s been a recent baby boom in Drayton Manor Zoo. New arrivals include a rare baby pigtail monkey, a pair of marmoset babies, and two meerkat babies. The zoo is also home to over 100 different species, including twelve rare breeds, from around the world.

For the more adventurous, Drayton Manor Theme Park boasts some of the biggest, wettest and scariest rides around, such as Apocalypse, G-Force, Maelstrom, Shockwave and Stormforce 10.
